Member Profile—How did I begin painting?

While 
off work and having Physical Therapy, I was bored and was whining (yes, me!) to my hand surgeon and wanting to go back to work. It 
was too soon and he suggested I take a painting class. I didn’t paint and thought he was crazy but it was to supplement the PT be-
cause you don’t hold a paintbrush as tightly as a pen. So, I took his advice and signed up for Decorative Painting at the local high 
school adult education program.

8. The President shall receive funds not to exceed $1000.00 for the purpose of attending the National 

Convention of the SDP. If the President is unable to attend, the monies will be given to a Board 
designee. The President or designee receiving these funds shall attend the Chapters Gathering and 
the Annual Meeting of SDP and any meetings/functions that will benefit the Chapter and shall be 
expected to provide a report to the Chapter. These monies shall pay the registration fee, Chapters 
Gathering fee, and travel expenses, providing funds are available. In addition, one (1) grant may be 
offered to another officer or general member for the purpose of attending the Chapters Gathering 
Meeting. 

 
11. Non-member guests may visit this Chapter no more than 2 times each year without payment of dues 

to both SDP and the Chapter. An additional fee will be charged to a non-member guest to attend 
Chapter events, i.e. seminars, workshops and special events.  The additional fee charged for a 
seminar after September 1 can be applied toward the dues for the coming year. 

 
14. Other Chapter newsletters may have reciprocity with our newsletter for their   newsletter at no cost. 
 
15. We will not give out our member list or email addresses to anyone for any reason. 
 
16. All contracts must be in writing, approved by the Board of Directors, and then signed by the President 

and Committee Chairman. 
 
17. Star Award 

a. Nominations shall be submitted in writing during the months of September or October from 
Chapter members in good standing. The nominations received from the membership will 
be submitted to the Chapter Secretary. 

b. The Chapter Secretary shall chair the Committee. 
c. The Committee shall consist of a minimum of three and a maximum of five Chapter 

members in good standing. The Chapter Secretary, a past recipient of the Chapter Star 
Award and a general member shall serve on the Committee each year. The Chapter 
Secretary shall contact the past recipients of the Award to determine their willingness to 
serve on the committee. If more than one past recipient is interested in serving on the 
committee, a maximum of three past recipients shall be selected randomly by the Board. 
Volunteers from the general membership who are willing to serve on the Award Committee 
will be asked to contact the President or the Secretary. An Award Committee member from 
the group of volunteers shall be selected at random by the board. 

d. The Award Committee deliberations shall remain confidential to avoid potential 
disappointment for those nominees who are not selected. 

e. The Chapter Star Award, if presented, will be given once a year at the Annual Holiday 
Party. The Committee may elect not to present the Award in any particular year. 

f. The Award is a star with a Swarovski crystal added, purchased from SDP.
