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On the paint tubes for Chroma's JoSonja
paint line, you might be wondering, just
how old is this paint? There is an easy
way for you to know when this particular
tube of paint was produced. Look at the
tube of paint in your hands and turn it over
to the backside. On the very bottom of the
tube is a "crimp" and on this crimped area
there are numbers. Some of us may need
a magnifying glass for this. On the left side
there are two numbers, these indicate the
year the paint was produced. On the right
side there are three numbers. This is a
batch number that Chroma uses to identify
the batch of paint, in case you have an
issue with that tube of paint. So, if your
tube of paint has the numbers, 11 202,
this means that the tube of paint was
made in the year 2011 and the batch
number is 202, so that Chroma would
know it is a tube of Red Earth. It's as easy
as that!

ADDENDUM

Proposed Revisions to the Bylaws and Standing
Rules

BYLAWS OF THE SILVER STATE TOLE & DECORATIVE PAINTERS CHAPTER
OF THE SOCIETY OF DECORATIVE PAINTERS

ARTICLE I. (1) NAME
The name of this non-profit organization shall be Silver State Tole
& Decorative Painters of the Society of Decorative Painters
(SDP) and referred to herein as SSTDP.

ARTICLE II. (2) PURPOSE
The purpose of this chapter shall be, in common with that of SDP,
to stimulate interest in and appreciation for decorative painting.

ARTICLE lIl. (3) MEMBERSHIP

1. Membership in this chapter is open to persons who are members
in good standing of SDP, and who, in accepting membership,
thereby agree to be bound in all things not contrary to law by
these bylaws and those of SDP.

2. Failure to maintain financial obligations or meet the requirements
of membership shall result in the loss of Chapter privileges.

3. Members of SDP may visit this chapter as specified in the
Standing Rules.

4. Non-member guests may visit as specified in the Standing

Rules.

5. Honorary membership shall be at the discretion of the Board of
Directors and those members shall not pay dues, vote or hold
office as outlined in SDP Bylaws.

ARTICLE IV. (4) DUES

Membership dues shall be determined only by vote of the
membership.

2. Membership dues shall be paid annually on a calendar year
basis. Dues for the ensuing calendar year are payable
September 1 and delinquent December 1. New membership
privileges are effective October 1, with the exception of voting or
running for office which shall begin January 1. A new member
joining after June 30 shall pay % the current dues.

3. Amount of dues shall be as stated in the Standing Rules.

ARTICLE V. (5) MEETINGS

1. Regular meetings of this chapter shall be held as stated in the
Standing Rules.

2. The Board of Directors shall have the authority to change dates of
meetings and to set places and times for meetings, provided
sufficient notice is given to members.

KEY TO CHANGES
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3. A quorum shall consist of not less than one-fifth (1/5) of the
membership.

4. The privilege of holding office, making motions, debating and
voting shall be limited to members in good standing for the
current calendar year.

5. Neither voting by mail nor proxy voting is permitted.

ARTICLE VI. (6) ELECTED OFFICERS
The elected officers of this chapter shall be President, First Vice
President, Second Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.

2. The term of office shall be one year. No officer may hold the same
office for more than two consecutive full terms.

3. Duties of Officers shall be as follows:

a. The President shall preside at meetings of the chapter and
meetings of the Board of Directors; shall be a member
ex-officio of all committees with the exception of the
Nominating Committee; shall sign checks in the absence of
the Treasurer; and shall perform such other duties as
usually pertain to the office. The President shall be
responsible to see that all the required reports and
correspondence are sent to SDP offices.

b. The First Vice President shall preside in the absence of the
President; shall assist the President; and serve with
responsibilities as stated in the Standing Rules.

c. The Second Vice President shall serve with responsibilities
as stated in the Standing Rules.

d. The Secretary shall record minutes of all meetings of the
chapter and of the Board of Directors. These minutes shall
be kept in books, which are the property of the chapter, and
shall be a complete and clear record of activities.

e. The Treasurer shall prepare, present and monitor the
annual budget. The Treasurer shall also receive all monies
of the chapter, shall keep an accurate record of receipts,
expenditures, pay all bills within the approved budget or
upon approval of the Board of Directors, present a
statement of account at every meeting of the chapter and
when requested by the Board of Directors, and shall
prepare a complete report at the end of the calendar year.
The Treasurer shall report the chapterés total gr
to the President to be sent to the SDP office with the
Annual report.

f.  All officers and committee chairmen (current, retiring and
newly elected) shall meet for a transition meeting. This
transition meeting shall take place after elections and
before January 31 of the coming year. At this meeting, the
officers and committee chairmen must submit their budget
to the newly elected Treasurer for the coming year. The
Chapter Bylaws shall be reviewed annually.

ARTICLE VII. (7) APPOINTED OFFICERS AND
PARLIAMENTARIAN

1. Appointed officers of the chapter may be appointed for special
duties as deemed necessary by the President with the approval of
the Board of Directors.

a. The President may appoint, with the approval of the elected
officers, the Newsletter Editor and Ways and Means Chair,
all of whom shall serve on the Board of Directors with vote.

b. The term of office shall be one (1) year. No appointed
officer may hold the same office for more than two (2)
consecutive full terms.

c. The number of appointed officers with vote shall not
exceed the number of elected officers.

2. The President may appoint a Parliamentarian who shall attend
both Board and chapter meetings, but shall not be a voting
member of the Board.

ARTICLE VIiI. (8) BOARD OF DIRECTORS

1. The Board of Directors shall consist of the elected officers,
Newsletter Editor, and Ways and Means Chair.

2. The duties of the Board of Directors shall be:

a. To transact necessary business in the intervals between
chapter meetings and other business referred to it by the
chapter.

b. To submit an annual budget to the chapter for approval.

c. Allnon-budgeted expenses shall be approved as stated in
the Standing Rules.

d To direct the affairs of the chapter including it
its publication materials, its policies and its other needs.

3. Board members are required to attend Board and Business
meetings. If a Board member does not meet their obligations
such as, but not limited to, missing three (3) consecutive
regularly scheduled meetings, they can be replaced by a 2/3
majority vote of the remaining Board members.

4. Meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held prior to the
regular chapter meetings. A majority shall constitute a quorum.

KEY TO CHANGES
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Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by the
President and must be called by the President upon written
request of two members of the Board of Directors.

Addition:

5. Any member in good standing is welcome to attend the Board
meetings but has no voice or vote in the business discussed
therein. If any member has an item of business they would like to
bring to the attention of the Board, it is necessary that the request
be in writing, in advance of the next scheduled Board meeting
and the subject matter disclosed.

ARTICLE IX. (9) FINANCES
The Board of Directors, upon recommendation of the Treasurer,
shall designate all financial institutions that shall be the depository
of chapter funds. Signature cards shall be executed by the
President and the Treasurer.

2. To ensure that accounting procedures are accurate, consistent,
and current,ayearrend audit of the Treasurerds records shall |
performed by an Audit Committee designated by the Board of
Directors. The Treasurer shall not serve on the Audit Committee.

Additions:

3. An interest-bearing savings account may be established for
general and education funds.

4. In the event of the death of a member in good standing, or their
spouse, and in support of the National Museum of Decorative
Painting (NMDP), a tribute contribution will be made in their name
to the NMDP not to exceed $35.00.

ARTICLE X. (10) COMMITTEES

1. Standing committees may be created as needed to promote the
objectives and interest of the chapter. The President, with
approval of the Board of Directors, shall appoint chairs. and

____committee members. Each member shall serve for a term of one
(1) year. and may serve no more than two (2) consecutive full

terms in the same position.
2. Special committees may be created at the discretion of the

President, with the approval of the Board of Directors. The duties
of any special committees shall be stated upon their appointment
and such committees shall cease to exist when their final report is
accepted or adopted.

3. No committee work or monies expended shall be undertaken
without approval of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE XI. (11) NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS

1. Nominations shall be made in the fall for the coming year.

KEY TO CHANGES
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a. The Nominating Committee composed of not less than
three (3) nor more than five (5) members shall be
appointed by the President with the approval of the Board
of Directors. The Nominating Committee shall be
appointed at least two months before the meeting at which
elections are held.

b. The Nominating Committee shall prepare a slate for the
election of officers and shall submit the slate to the
members at least two (2) weeks prior to the meeting at
which elections will be held.

c. There shall be provision for nominations from the floor for
each office, at the meeting at which elections are held,
provided that prior consent from the nominee has been
obtained.

2. Elections shall take place before the close of the calendar year.

a. Officers shall be elected prior to the first of the year, and
shall take office January 1, and shall hold office until a
successor is duly named.

b. A majority vote is required to elect. If there is more that one
(1) candidate for office, voting shall be by written ballot.

c. Vacancies in office shall be filled by a majority vote of the
Board of Directors. of President shall automatically be filled
by the 1st Vice President for the unexpired term. A vacancy
in any other office shall be filled by the majority vote of the
Board of Directors for the unexpired term.

ARTICLE XII. (12) AMENDMENTS
1. Proposed amendments to these Bylaws shall be submitted in
writing to the President for review by the Board of Directors.

2. These Bylaws may be altered or changed by a two-thirds (2/3)
vote of the members present at a meeting at which a quorum is
present, provided that the proposed changes have been
presented in writing to the members at least two (2) weeks prior to
the meeting at which voting takes place.

3. If at two (2) successive meetings, a quorum has not been present
these Bylaws can be changed upon written ballot of the members
provided that a majority of the members return the written ballot.

ARTICLE XIil. (13) PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY
Robertds Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shall be
authority for all matters not in conflict with these Bylaws or the
Bylaws of SDP.

ARTICLE XIV. (14) DISSOLUTION
In the event of dissolution of the chapter, all liabilities and
obligations of the chapter shall be paid, satisfied, and discharged
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or adequate provision made therefore. Any remaining funds in the
treasury at the time shall be given to SDP or to the National
Museum of Decorative Painting as determined by a majority of the
remaining members. Any remaining assets shall also be given to
SDP or to the National Museum of Decorative Painting as
determined by the majority of the membership remaining.

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STANDING RULES FOR
SILVER STATE TOLE & DECORATIVE PAINTERS
OF THE SOCIETY OF DECORATIVE PAINTERS

1. Membership dues shall be $25.00 per year and shall be payable to
correspond with the payment of dues of SDP. The newsletter will be sent
electronically to those members with an email address and by mail to those
without email. A new member joining after June 30 shall pay %z the current
dues.

2. The financial records of the Chapter shall be kept on a calendar year basis,
from Januaryl through December 31.

3. Business meetings of the Chapter shall be held not less than four (4) times
annually. The Chapter meets once a month i January through December.

4. The First Vice President shall serve as Program Chair.
5. The Second Vice President shall serve as Membership Chair.

6. Voting positions shall be President, 1® Vice President, 2" Vice President,
Secretary, Treasurer, Ways & Means and Newsletter Editor.

7. Non-voting positions shall be:
a.Community Service: shall coordinate the Chapterds charitabl
b. Historian: shall document a pictorial history of the current year.

c. Hospitality: shall be responsible for the refreshments/clean-up at
Chapter business meetings.

d. Holiday party: shall coordinate all activities for the end of year party.
e. Retreat: shall coordinate all activities.

f. Seminars: shall coordinate all activities involved in scheduling the
seminars, i.e. inquiry letter, teacher selection, seminar location, and
teacher needs and requirements and all planning involved in actual
seminar.

g. SDP Liaison: shall maintain computer communication with SDP.

h. Sunshine: shall send notes or cards to ailing/bereavement member or
immediate family.

| . Tole Month: shall coordinate all activities for Decorative Painting Month
within guidelines of SDP.

j- Webmaster: shall maintain website.

8. The President shall receive funds once during the term of office not to
exceed $1000.00 for the purpose of attending the National Convention
Conference of the SDP. If the President is unable to attend, the monies will
be given to a Board designee. The President or designee receiving these
funds shall attend the Chapters Gathering and the Annual Meeting of SDP
and any meetings/functions that will benefit the Chapter and shall be
expected to provide a report to the Chapter. The Conference attendee shall
teach a 6 hour Workshop from a class attended at the Conference without
further compensation. These monies shall pay the registration fee, Chapters
Gathering fee, and travel expenses, providing funds are available.

In addition, one (1) grant may be offered to another officer or general
member for the purpose of attending the Chapters Gathering Meeting.

These Standing Rules may be amended by a majority of the voters at any
meeting wherein there is a quorum, (1/5 membership).

Members of SDP may visit this Chaptersd meetings and/ or
than 2 times each year without payment of dues to the Chapter.

Non-member guests may visit this Chapter no more than 2 times each year
without payment of dues to both SDP and the Chapter. An additional fee
will be charged to a non-member guest to attend Chapter events, i.e.,
seminars, workshops and special events.

Star Award
a. Nominations shall be submitted in writing during the months of
September or October from Chapter members in good standing. The
nominations received from the membership will be submitted to the
Chapter Secretary.

b. The Chapter Secretary shall chair the Committee.

c. The Committee shall consist of a minimum of three and a maximum of
five Chapter members in good standing. The Chapter Secretary, a past
recipient of the Chapter Star Award and a general member shall serve
on the Committee each year. The Chapter Secretary shall contact the
past recipients of the Award to determine their willingness to serve on
the committee. If more than one past recipient is interested in serving
on the committee, a maximum of three past recipients shall be
selected randomly by the Board. Volunteers from the general
membership who are willing to serve on the Award Committee will be
asked to contact the President or the Secretary. An Award Committee
member from the group of volunteers shall be selected at random by
the board.

d. The Award Committee deliberations shall remain confidential to avoid
potential disappointment for those nominees who are not selected.

e. The Chapter Star Award, if presented, will be given once a year at the
Annual Holiday Party. The Committee may elect not to present the
Award in any particular year.
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f. The Award is a star with a Swarovski crystal added, purchased from
SDP.
