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SDP SURVEY UPDATE 

 
Approximately 4,000 members responded to the 
recent SDP online survey concerning the  
possibility of a name change for the Society of 
Decorative Painters.  Sixty-two percent of  
respondents thought SDP’s name needed to be 
updated, and 100 percent preferred to be called 
an artist.  Among the suggested new names for 
SDP, 26 percent liked Decorative Artists
